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Conception of aesthetic ideal in Abdulla Oripov`s poetry
In fiction, the desired expression of an aim the artist deals with and an imagination about human, his performance in society combine  together in order to define his aesthetic ideal.           
“Aesthetic ideal is a fictional category that in fiction, defines the image of utopian  life and human”

It leads to the variety of opinions among  literary critics in the uniqueness of reality and the way artist applies to describe it`s reflection. It would be indeed so far from being purely literary if artist concerns barely
to represent the actual event however, there is a significant consideration of fail to satisfy morality and approved manners of society that puts a foundation to form the images of that kind.

Aesthetic ideals can be perceived in a number of forms. Creating a virtuous and aspiring character is the most significant one followed by the representation of evil character in order to sharpen the contrast.
In that way the trick artist employs to reveal an imperfect life helps to have a clear image of a protagonist so that it would be a piece of cake to appreciate his virtues.  Aesthetic ideal welcomes tragic events as well as comic elements.    So, it is highly impossible to recognize  aesthetic ideal  when it is deprived of suffer, death and also joy and charm as it may lose its literal scent.

The list of the examples can be counted from the protagonists  of plays by Abdulla Oripov “Ranjkom” (annoying committee) and  Mother, Friend, Fellow  in    “Jannatga Yo`l” (A way to Heaven).

It also in this place becomes important to point out some more categories such as internal and external beauty, ugliness, intelligence, moral principles that contribute to define the distinctiveness of aesthetic ideal
“The aesthetic ideal is sample of the humanly-voluptuous relation to the validity, receiving an embodiment in works of art, and also in external shape, the form and a design of subjects of production of goods. The aesthetic ideal was historical on each step society”

“All great works of art do search for a meaning in life making an attempt to realize virtue, truth, beauty and offering these as a long life challenge for humanity but  it goes  on to get  reshaped.

In order to realize this its essential to mention the works of  V.S. Solovyev, L.N.Tolstoy and F.M.Dostoevskiy  who relied on religious questions and   A.P.Chekhov, I.A.Bunin who concern with the meaning of life and M.A.Gorkiy, V.V. Mayakovskiy, A.P.Platonov who represent social ideals and V.V. Nabokov, M.A. Bulgakov, M. A. Voloshin, B.L. Pasternak who encouraged freedom of people and Yu. V. Bondaryov, V.P. Astafyev, V.G.Rasputin who clearly portrayed the people during the war and Ch. Aytmatov, V.M.Shukshin who raised the problems of civilized men in a modern world.”

Literature enhances the feelings, taste and brings the soul around. Although the artist turns his personal feelings and the true expression of those feelings into his work of art, it is highly possible to recognize a reader`s feelings as well. That is the reason why literature is appreciated most and it is capable of accompanying to thousands of readers at the same time.  
It has almost forty years Abdulla Oripov is in the realm of poetry. For that time he composed 6 books of selected works, a wide range of collection of poems and a number of plays. Artist`s achievement can be seen in his faith for traditional values and the way he represents it in his work of art. Therefore, a talented artist could gain appreciation of most people as a representative of national ideas who could express best. Abdulla Oripov`s poetry is a rich source for traditional, cultural values so he is appreciated by the people of his nation. 

He makes an attempt to understand a person, but challenges to give a clear portrait of him. The poem begins with these lines:

There are the pieces of mirror in the corridor

And their spirits are in my soul.  

He reflects the variety of the world in the pieces of a mirror spread around just like his poems. Therefore, the poet should be aware of the news in the realm of literature but should not reject the traditional values and moral principles of his nation.  
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
